Maths ideas for you at home
This term in class most children will be counting up to 50, counting in 2’s to
20, doubling numbers up to 10 and using the number names to 20 e.g. one,
two, three etc. We will also be revising over more/less, numbers before/after
and between, money, pattern, o’clock and shape.

Help out at home by talking about estimation and measurement. Get your
child to make a ‘sensible guess’ of a group of things at home e.g. how many

pencils are in a pot or how many pennies are in your hand (magbe no more
than 10/15 things).

Reinforce about: full or empty/half full or half empty
Heavier/lighter
Taller/shorter

Find things taller/shorter than yourself or which toy is the heaviest?
